
 

 
 

 I must again say that these are great days 

to be associated with Westview! God  

continues to bless us more than we could 

ever ask or imagine. I am grateful to be part 

of a body of believers that He continues to 

bless so mightily! 

 Perhaps you are all aware that we have 

now closed the deal to acquire the property adjacent to our  

current church campus. The final paperwork was signed last 

week and we are now looking forward to the renovations. I ask 

you to pray fervently for our church leadership. In the coming 

days, many decisions will have to be made that will set the 

course for our church and our ministries for years to come. 

 I am almost sure that everyone knows the plan by now, but 

just in case you missed it, I want to tell you again the direction 

that is planned. This week, specific evaluations will be made on 

future renovations to the house. We hope to remodel it in such a 

way that it will serve two needed purposes. 

 First, we plan to use about half of the house for our church 

offices. Moving our offices will allow us to use the current  

office space for some much-needed ground floor Sunday 

School space. We hope to provide 3-6 Sunday School rooms of 

various sizes in the current space. We believe that this can be 

done at a fraction of the cost of installing an elevator or portable 

buildings. 

 Second, we plan to remodel the other half of the house in 

such a way that it would replace the Cup of Hope building on 

Covington Avenue. We do not own that building and use it as 

the discretion of its owner, First Baptist Church. They have 

proven to be more than gracious to us over the years that we 

have occupied the Cup of Hope, but we do understand that they 

have future plans for the property. The remodel would also help 

us to house our 5th-6th grade ministry closer to our main cam-

pus on Wednesday evenings. The space could also be used to 

host showers, Sunday School parties, and other events that now 

take place in our Fellowship Hall. As we continue to grow as a 

church family, there are more pressures put on our large meet-

ing spaces. We hope to help alleviate some of those pressures. 

 In the near future, we also plan to construct a metal storage 

building on the new property. This will help us store large and 

small items used by our Childrenôs and Drama ministries. It 

will also help us to clean up certain areas of our main building 

that were never meant to be used for storage. 

 As we make renovations to the property, we will get a 

clearer view of our ongoing financial needs. This will allow us 

to know what funds can be used to address our Vision Team 

priorities of a new church sign and a new childrenôs play-

ground. Both of those items are badly needed as we seek to 

minister more effectively to our community. We hope to be 

able to construct a pavilion and some recreational areas as well. 

Most of all we want to see God glorified and people coming to 

know Christ as Lord and Savior!
